RESOLUTION J.D. No. 048-2018 

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in use of its legal powers, and 

WHEREAS:  

 

That by Law Decree No.7, of February 10, 1998, is created the PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, and, it was 

established among its functions to: propose, coordinate and execute the National Maritime Strategy, and 

recommend policies and actions, execute administrative acts; and enforce the legal and regulative standards with 

regard to the maritime sector. 

 

That inside the organic structure it is found the General Directorate of Seafarers, body of administrative services 

and of programs execution, which its functioning and internal organization is adjusted to the specified in the Law 

Decree N°7 of February 10, 1998 modified by Law No. 57 August 6, 2008 and in addition, in the regulations that 

are dictated in its development. 

 

That the numerals 3 and 9, of article 18 of the Law Decree No.7 of February 10, 1998, indicates among the 

functions and powers of the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority, adopt the administrative, 

scientific and technological policies that promote and ensure the competitiveness and profitability of the Maritime 

Sector and the development of its human resources, and structure, regulate, determine, fix, alter and impose fees 

and duties for the services provided by the Authority. 

 

That by Law Decree No.4 of May 15, 1992, the Republic of Panama ratified the International Convention on 

Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978 STCW, as 

amended). 

 

That through Resolution J.D. No.064-2010 of July 22, 2010, were set the tariffs to be charged for the technical 

documentation services, and related to Panamanians and foreigners’ seafarers rendering services on board 

Panamanian register vessels, in national waters or exterior services, issued by the General Directorate of 

Seafarers, were set in order to be equate with the services that are actually been offered to the seafarers. 

 

That Resolution J.D. No.064-2010-2010 of July 22, 2010, has been modified in some of its parts by Resolution J.D. 

No.040-2014 of November 12, 2014, Resolution J.D. No.016-2016 of April 4, 2016 and Resolution J.D. No.025-

2017 of July 27, 2017. 

 

That by Resolution J.D. No.087-2010 of November 11, 2010, the tariff related to the seafarer’s documentation 

process was set. 

 

That in order to maintain the positioning of the Republic of Panama in the international maritime market, the 

Panama Maritime Authority through the General Directorate of Seafarers, considers appropriate to establish 

national standards for the issuance of documents that are not contemplated by the provisions of the International 

Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978 

STCW, as amended), such as Processing Certificate of License, Course Endorsement Certificate and other 

documents, as well as the fee for the issuance of this documentation. 

 

That with the issuance of the Processing Certificate of License and Course Endorsement Certificate, the 

strengthen of all certification for seafarers working on board of Panama-Flag Vessels is searched, and the to make 
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sure that them have the competences and abilities required to perform the functions assigned on board, taking into 

account that the human factor is a matter that affects the maritime safety, the safeguard of human life at sea, as 

well as the protection of the marine environment. 

 

That based on the foregoing and in virtue of the powers given to the Board of Directors by the Law Decree No.7, of 

February 10, 1998;  

 

BE IT RESOLVED: 

FIRST: TO AUTHORIZE the Administrator of the Panama Maritime Authority to adopt the models of 

Processing Certificate of License, Course Endorsement Certificate and others documents that 

by reason of its functions, must issue the General Directorate of Seafarers, as part of its national 

standards for the issuance of documents that are not established in the 1978 STCW 

Convention, as amended, for seafarers working on board of Panama-Flag Vessels. 

 

SECOND: For purposes of this resolution, it is understood as: 

1. Processing Certificate of License: documental evidence issued by the General 

Directorate of Seafarers, which certifies that the application of a Certificate of Competence 

under Regulation II/1, II/2, II/3, III/1, III/2, III/3, III/6 and IV/2 of the 1978 STCW Convention 

as amended, or a Seaman´s book of Ratings, is in evaluation process by the Panama 

Maritime Authority. 

2. Course Endorsement Certificate: documental evidence issued by the General 

Directorate of Seafarers, which recognizes the validity of a Certificate of Proficiency, issued 

by a State Party (of 1978 STCW Convention, as amended), by a Maritime Training Center 

recognized by a State Party or by a Maritime Training Center recognized by the General 

Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority. 

 

THIRD: TO ESTABLISH that the Processing Certificate of License will allow the one who 

provides it, to work for a maximum period of three (3) months on board of Panama-Flag 

Vessel. The Validity of the Processing Certificate of License may not be extended for a 

longer term, after the three (3) months of its issuance have passed. 

 

FOURTH: TO ESTABLISH that the Processing Certificate of License will be issued in the 

certification processes for all available capacities in the General Directorate of 

Seafarers, as long as the established administrative and technical requirements are 

fulfilled. 

 

FIFTH: TO MODIFY the SECOND article of Resolution J.D. No.087-2010 of November 11, 

2010, that will be as follows: 

SECOND ARTICLE: 

The following rates are set for the duplicates of Panamanian and foreigners seafarer´s 

technical documents who provide services on board of Panama-Flag Vessels in national 

and international waters, as follows: 

1. Duplicate of Processing Certificate of Endorsement, will have a fee of TWENTY 

FIVE BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.25.00), for nationals and foreigners. 

2. Duplicate of Processing Certificate of License, TWENTY FIVE BALBOAS with 

00/100 (B/.25.00), for nationals and foreigners. 
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SIXTH: TO SET the fee of FORTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.40.00) for the issuance of the 

following Course Endorsement Certificates for ratings, according to Regulations V/1-1 

and V/1-2 of 1978 STCW Convention, as amended. 

1. Basic Training for Oil and Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-1, 

Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-1-1). 

2. Advanced Training for oil Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-1, Paragraph 

4.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-1-2). 

3. Advanced Training for Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-1, 

Paragraph 6.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 3 and Table A-V/1-1-3). 

4. Basic Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-2, 

Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-2-1). 

5. Advanced Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-2, 

Paragraph 4.3, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-2-2). 

 

SEVENTH: TO SET the fee of THIRTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.30.00), for the issuance of the 

following Course Endorsement Certificates for the specialized courses: 

1.) High Voltage Installations (Regulations III/1, III/2, III/3; Sections A-III/1, A-III/2, A-

III/3; Tables A-III/1, A-III/2, A-III/3). 

2.) Leadership and Teamwork. (Regulations II/1, III/1 and III/6; Sections A-II/1, A-III/1 

and A-III/6; Tables A-II/1, A-III/1, A-III/6). 

3.) Marine Environmental Awareness (Regulations II/1, III/1, III/6; Sections A-II/1, A-

III/1, A-III/6; Tables A-II/1, A-III/1, A-III/6). 

4.) Engine Room Simulator. (Regulation III/1, VIII/2; Section A-III/1, A-VIII/2, B-VIII/2 

and Table A-III/1). 

5.) Ship Simulator and Bridge Teamwork. (Regulation VIII/2, Section A-VIII/2 and 

Section B-VIII/2). 

6.) Engine Room Resource Management. (Regulation III/1, Section A-III/1, Table A-III/1). 

7.) Bridge Resource Management. (Regulation II/1, Section A-II/1 and Table A-II/1). 

8.) Dangerous, Hazardous and Harmful Cargoes. 

9.) Proficiency in Fast Rescue Boat (Regulation VI/2, Section A-VI/2, Paragraphs 7-12 

and Table A-VI/2-2). 

10.) Proficiency in Survival Craft and Rescue Boats other than Fast Rescue Boats. 

(Regulation VI/2, Section A-VI/2, Paragraphs 1-6 and Table A-VI/2-1). 

11.) Medical Care (Regulation VI/4, Section A-VI/4, Paragraphs 4-6, Table A-VI/ 4-2). 

12.) Advanced Training in Fire Fighting. (Regulation VI/3, Section A-VI/3, Table A-VI/3). 

13.) Medical First Aid. (Regulation VI/4, Section A-I/4, Paragraphs 1-3, Table A-VI/4-1). 

14.) Course of Safety Training for personnel providing direct service to passengers in 

passenger spaces (Regulation V/2, Section A-V/2, and Paragraph 2). 

15.) Crowd Management Training in passenger vessels (Regulation V/2, Section A-V/2, 

Paragraph 3 and Table A-V/2-1). 

16.) Crisis Management and Human Behavior Training in passenger vessels (Regulation 

V/2, Section A-V/2, Paragraph 4 and Table A-V/2-2). 

17.) Passenger Safety, Cargo Safety and Hull Integrity Training (Regulation V/2, Section 

A-V/2, Paragraph 5). 

18.) Radar Navigation, Radar Plotting and Use of ARPA (Regulation II/1, Section A-II/1 
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and Table A-II/1). 

19.) Radar, ARPA, Bridge Teamwork and Search and Rescue (Regulation II/2, Section 

A-II/2 and Table A-II/2). 

20.) Automatic Identification Systems (AIS). (Chapter V of 1974 SOLAS Convention, as 

amended, Regulation II/1, Section A-II/1 and Table A-II/1). 

21.) Basic training for serving on ships subject to the IGF Code (Regulation V/3, Section 

A-V/3, Table A-V/3-1). 

22.) Advanced training for serving on ships subject to the IGF Code (Regulation V/3, 

Section A-V/3, Table A-V/3-2). 

23.) Basic Training for ships operating in Polar Waters (Regulation V/4, Section A-V/4, 

Table A-V/4-1). 

24.) Advanced Training for ships operating in Polar Waters (Regulation V/4, Section A-

V/4, Table A-V/4-2). 

25.) Ship's Cook Course according to Maritime Labour Convention, 2006 (Regulation 

3.2, Standard A3.2 and guideline B3.2) or ILO Convention 69. 

26.) Security Training for Seafarers with Designated Security Duties. (Regulation VI/6, 

Paragraphs 4-6, Section A-VI/6, Table A-VI/6-2). 

27.) Ratings Forming Part of a Navigational Watch. (Regulation II/4, Section A-II/4 and 

Table A-II/4). 

28.) Ratings Forming Part of an Engineering Watch. (Regulation III/4, Section A-III/4 and 

Table A-III/4). 

29.) Able Seafarer - Deck. (Regulation II/5, Section, A-II/5 and Table A-II/5). 

30.) Able Seafarer - Engine (Regulation III/5, Section A-III/5 and Table A-III/5). 

31.) Electro-technical Rating (Regulation III/7, Section A-III/7 and Table A-III/7). 

 

EIGHT: TO ESTABLISH that in the case of the Certificates of Proficiency, issued only by a State 

Party of 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, not restricted by the Panama Maritime 

Authority, whose expiration date is indefinite, the PMA will issue a Course Endorsement 

Certificate with validity of five (5) years, in a continuously way without being revalidated. 

In the case that the expiration date exceeds the five (5) years of validity, the PMA will 

issue a Course Endorsement Certificate valid for five (5) years, in a continuously way 

without being revalidated until its expiration deadline, in compliance with section B-I/2 of 

1978 STCW Convention, as amended. 

 

NINTH: TO ESTABLISH that in the case of the Certificates of Proficiency issued by a Maritime 

Training Center authorized by a State Party of 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, 

not restricted by the PMA, that request a Course Endorsement Certificate with an 

expiration date longer than five (5) years or without expiration date or that are expired, 

the same must go through the process of extension and validity or present the 

refreshement course authorized by the PMA. The extension process will have a fee of 

TWENTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.20.00), as long as it complies with the established 

administrative and technical requirements. 

 

TENTH: Certificates of Proficiency cannot be revalidated through a Course Endorsement 

Certificate, when said training has been updated as a result of an amendment to the 

1978 STCW Convention, as amended and its STCW Code. 
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ELEVENTH: TO MODIFY the EIGHT Article of Resolution J.D. No.064-2010 of July 22, 2010, 

modified by Resolution J.D. No.016-2016 of April 4, 2016 that will be as follows: 

ARTICLE EIGHT: the following fees are established for Course Endorsement 

Certificates for Panamanian and foreigner seafarers who provide services on board 

Panamanian registered vessels. 

 

When the basic safety training and protection training courses are in a sole certificate, 

this course endorsement certificate will have a fee of FIFTY BALBOAS with 00/100 

(B/.50.00). 

 

When the basic safety training courses are in a sole certificate, this endorsement 

certificate will have a fee of FORTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.40.00) and in the case 

that the certificates are separated, each Course Endorsement Certificate will have a fee 

of TEN BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.10.00). 

 

When the basic safety training and protection course are expired or more than five (5) 

years have passed since the date of its issuance, may apply through the extension and 

validity process or submit the refreshment course authorized by the PMA. The extension 

will have a fee of FIFTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.50.00) in case of being in a sole 

certificate. When the basic safety training courses are in a sole certificate, the fee of 

FORTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.40.00) will be charged for its extension and validity, 

and in the case that the certificates are separated, the fee of TEN BALBOAS with 00/100 

(B/.10.00) for each one. 

 

TWELFTH: TO INSTRUCT the General Directorate of Seafarers to apply the new tariffs indicated 

and to communicate through the corresponding mechanisms, the content of this 

resolution. 

 

THIRTEENTH: This Resolution will enter into force since its publication in the Panama Official Gazette.
