RESOLUTION JD No. 049-2018 

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in use of its legal powers, and 

WHEREAS:  

 

That by Law Decree No. 7, of February 10, 1998, is created the Panama Maritime Authority; and, it was 

established among its functions to: propose, coordinate and execute the National Maritime Strategy, recommend 

policies and actions; execute administrative acts and enforce laws and regulations in relation to the maritime 

sector. 

 

That inside the organic structure it is found the General Directorate of Seafarers, body of administrative services 

and of programs execution, which its functioning and internal organization is adjusted to the specified in the Law 

Decree N°7 of February 10, 1998 modified by Law No. 57 August 6, 2008 and in addition, in the regulations that 

are dictated in its development. 

 

That according to numeral 3 and 9 of article 18, of Decree Law No. 7 of February 10, 1998, is established as a 

function of the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority to adopt administrative, scientific and 

technological policies to promote and ensure the competitiveness and profitability of the maritime sector and the 

development of its human resources, as well as to structure, regulate, determine, set, change or impose fees and 

tariffs for the services provided by the Authority. 

 

That according to the numeral 1 of the article 33, of Law Decree No.7, of February 10, 1998, the General 

Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority has among its functions, the enforcement of the current 

legal standards on education, training, certification and watchkeeping of seafarers, according with the established 

in the International Convention of Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping of Seafarers (STCW ’78 

amended). 

 

That through Law No. 4 of May 15, 1992, the Republic of Panama approved the International Convention on 

Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978 amended (STCW 78 amended). 

 

That by Resolution ADM No.148-2011 of November 18, 2011, was adopted the Resolution 1 in all its parts and the 

Annex 1 of Resolution 2, adopted on June 25, 2010, through the 2010 Manila amendments made to the 

International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as 

amended (1978 STCW, as amended) and the STCW Code.  

 

That the International Convention of Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping of Seafarers (STCW 

’78 amended), in the article 1, about General Obligations under the Convention, establishes that the Parties 

undertake to promulgate all laws, decrees, orders and regulations to give the Convention full and complete effect, 

so as to ensure that, from the point of view of safety of life and property at sea and the protection of the marine 

environment, seafarers on board ships are qualified and fit for their duties. 

 

That through Resolution J.D. No.045-2016 of August 1, 2016, the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime 

Authority approved the Regulation of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers who work on board of 

Panama-Flag Vessels. 

 

That through Resolution J.D. No.041-2017 of November 14, 2017, the articles 2, 20, 27 and 28 of the Regulation of 

Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for seafarers that work on Panamanian flag vessels and forms part of the 

Annex 1 of the Resolution J.D. No.045-2016 of August 1, 2016. 

 

That in conformity with the Resolution ADM No.232-2016 of December 29, 2016, are adopted the amendments 

established in the Resolutions MSC.396(95) and MSC.397(95), both of June 11, 2015, referred to the amendment 

to the STCW’78 Convention, amended, that makes reference to the new general provisions of Chapter 1, in 

respect of Regulation I/1 and Regulation I/11; and the new Regulation V/3, that establishes the mandatory 

minimum requirements for the training and qualification of masters, officers, ratings and other personnel on ships 

that uses gases or other fuels under flashpoint (IGF Code); as well as the amendment to the STCW Code. 
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That in conformity with the Resolution ADM No.123-2017 of July 28, 2017, were adopted the new amendments of 

2016 of STCW’78 Convention, amended, established in Resolutions MSC.416(97) and MSC.417(97), both of 

November 25, 2016, which set the special requirements of training to the personnel of determined types of ships, 

for the master, officers, ratings and other personnel on passenger ships (Regulation V/2), and for master and deck 

officers of ships that operate in polar waters (Regulation V/4), as well as the amendment to the STCW Code. 

 

That Resolution ADM No.173-2016 of September 13, 2016, approved to create and maintain a Database of the 

Brokers of the General Directorate Services and to issue a Regulation that regulates the administrative procedure 

for the usage of the Seafarers Automated Application (SAA), with the purpose of updating and bettering the 

administrative provisions of the Panama Maritime Authority, in reference with the process of the processors of 

certification applications of seafarers. 

 

That through Resolution J.D. No.64-2010 of July 22, 2010, were set the tariffs to be charged for the technical 

documentation services, and related to Panamanians and foreigners’ seafarers rendering services on board 

Panamanian register vessels, in national waters or exterior services, issued by the General Directorate of 

Seafarers, in order to be equate with the services that are actually been offered to the seafarers. 

 

That Resolution J.D. No.64-2010 of July 22, 2010, has been modified in some of its parts by Resolution J.D. 

No.040-2014 of November 12, 2014, Resolution J.D. No.016-2016 of April 4, 2016 and by Resolution J.D. No.025 

of July 27, 2017.  This last one, contemplates and regulates the designation of the issuance of documentation 

seafarers and the tariffs to the Automated Application System and the Proficiency Certificates in Basic and 

Advanced Training in Operations on Tankers and Chemical Tankers and the Basic and Advanced Training in 

Operations on Cargo Tankers for transportation of Liquefied Gas. 

 

That through Resolution J.D. No.016-2018 of May 8, 2018, the articles FIRST, SECOND and THIRD of Resolution 

J.D. No.025-2017 of July 27, 2017 were subrogated.. 

 

That is necessary to update the content of the Resolution J.D. No.064-2010 of July 22. 2010, in order that the 

same is in accordance with the established in the International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification 

and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended  (STCW’78, as amended) and the STCW Code.  

 

That based on the foregoing and in virtue of the powers given to the Board of Directors by the Law Decree No.7, of 

February 10, 1998; therefore,  

 

BE IT RESOLVED: 

FIRST: TO MODIFY the following articles of the Resolution J.D. No.064-2010 of July 22, 2010, in order 

to establish the tariffs to the services provided by the General Directorate of Seafarers, through 

the Seafarer´s Automated Application (SAA). 

NINETEENTH:  TO APPROVE the costs of the services provided by the General 

Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority, through the Seafarer’s 

Automated Application (SAA), for the following documents: 

1. Fast services for certification and endorsement applications that do not qualifies as 

an urgent process.                                                                                          B/.100.00 

2. Verification of each Certificate of Proficiency required for the process of 

endorsement of a Certificate of Competence.                                     B/.50.00 

The services mentioned in the article FIRST of the present resolution, will not generate 

any additional charge for checking and documentation processing, related with the 

seafarer´s certification, whenever requested abroad through the Privative Consulates of 

Merchant Marine or by Panama Maritime Authority authorized offices.  

The user that chooses for the Fast Service that does not qualifies to be an urgent 

process, mentioned in the point 1 of the article FIRST of the present resolution, must 

assume shipping cost by Courier, therefore, it will be not a responsibility of the Panama 

Maritime Authority neither of the Consulate the cost for the dispatch. 
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The tariff mentioned in the point 2 of the article FIRST of the present resolution, refers 

to an additional charge for checking and verifying of a Proficiency Certificate that has 

not been issued by an approved Maritime Training Center recognized by the Panama 

Maritime Authority. 

Paragraph 1:  For a process to be considered as urgent, the vessel must be subject to 

an inspection of the Port State Control (PSC) or must be receiving surveyors in the 

following 72 hours of the next arrival port. 

Paragraph 2:  Those seafarers that in virtue of the Regulation II/1, II/2, II/3, III/1, III/2, 

III/3, III/6 and IV/2 require a Competence Certificate issued by the Panama Maritime 

Authority, can only present Proficiency Certificates issued  by a Maritime Training 

Center recognized by the Panama Maritime Authority for being able to apply. 
 

TWENTIETH:  TO SET the tariff of FORTY BALBOAS WITH 00/100 (B/.40.00) for the 

issuance of the following Certificates of Proficiency, only for Masters and Officers, 

according to Regulation I/2 of the 1978 STCW Convention, amended: 

1. Basic Training for Oil and Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation 

V/1-1, Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-1-1). 

2. Advanced Training for oil Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-1, 

Paragraph 4.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-1-2). 

3. Advanced Training for Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-

1, Paragraph 6.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 3 and Table A-V/1-1-3). 

4. Basic Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-

2, Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-2-1). 

5. Advanced Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation 

V/1-2, Paragraph 4.3, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-2-2). 

 

TWENTY FIRST: The Panama Maritime Authority will issue a Proficiency Certificate 

for ratings, only when the Training Certificate comes from a recognized Panama 

Maritime Training Center, under the following charges: 

1. Ratings Forming Part of a Navigational Watch. (Regulation II/4, Section A-

II/4 and Table A-II/4). 

2. Ratings Forming Part of an Engineering Watch. (Regulation III/4, Section A-

III/4 and Table A-III/4). 

3. Able Seafarer - Deck. (Regulation II/5, Section, A-II/5 and Table A-II/5). 

4. Able Seafarer - Engine (Regulation III/5, Section A-III/5 and Table A-III/5). 

5. Electro-technical Rating (Regulation III/7, Section A-III/7 and Table A-III/7). 

 

Paragraph 1: The aforementioned Certificate of Proficiency for ratings must be kept on 

board. 

Paragraph 2:  The Certificates of Proficiency issued by the Panama Maritime Authority 

corresponding to the article TWENTY FIRST, will be issued without expiration date and 

will not require a re-validation according to the Table B-I/2 of the STCW’78 amended. 

For the re-validation of a Certificate of Proficiency under the Regulations: V/1-1 and 

V/1-2, every applicant must present the respective refreshing training certificate. 

The Proficiency Certificate issued by the Regulations V/1-1 and V/1-2, must be kept on 

board according the type of the vessel in which the seafarer is providing the service 

aboard. 
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SECOND: TO ADD the following articles to the Resolution J.D. No.064-2010 of July 22, 2010, so to 

establish the following tariffs of the services provided by the General Directorate of Seafarers, 

through the Seafarer´s Automated Application (SAA): 

TWENTY SECOND:  TO SET the tariff of FORTY BALBOAS with 00/100 (B/.40.00), 

for the issuance of the endorsement of the following Certificates of Proficiency only for 

Masters and Officers according to the Regulation I/10 of the 1978 STCW amended: 

1. Basic Training for Oil and Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation 

V/1-1, Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-1-1). 

2. Advanced Training for oil Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-1, 

Paragraph 4.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-1-2). 

3. Advanced Training for Chemical Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-

1, Paragraph 6.3, Section A-V/1-1, Paragraph 3 and Table A-V/1-1-3). 

4. Basic Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation V/1-

2, Paragraph 2.2, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 1 and Table A-V/1-2-1). 

5. Advanced Training for Liquefied Gas Tanker Cargo Operations. (Regulation 

V/1-2, Paragraph 4.3, Section A-V/1-2, Paragraph 2 and Table A-V/1-2-2). 

 

Paragraph 1: The Panama Maritime Authority will issue an endorsement of the 

Certificate of Proficiency for Masters and Officers, according to the Regulation I/10 of 

the STCW’78, amended, when the Certificate of Proficiency is valid and has been 

issued by a State Party of the 1978 STCW Convention, amended, and that is not 

restricted by the Panama Maritime Authority. 

The Certificates of Proficiency issued to Masters and Officers according the 

Regulations V/1-1 and V/1-2 that are expired and that have been issued by a State 

Party of the 1978 STCW Convention amended, which is not restricted by the Panama 

Maritime Authority, will not be re-validated. 

The endorsement of the Certificate of Proficiency issued under the Regulations:  V/1-1 

and V/1-2, must be kept on board according the type of vessel in which the seafarer is 

providing the service aboard. 

TWENTY THIRD: The payment of the tariffs established in the present Resolution, can 

be made in the Panama Maritime Authority office in Panama and in the Merchant 

Marine Privative Consulates. 

 

THIRD: TO INSTRUCT the General Directorate of Seafarers to apply the new tariffs indicated and to 
communicate through the corresponding mechanisms the content of the present resolution. 
 

FOURTH: The present resolution derogates the Resolution J.D. No.025-2017 of July 27, 2017. 

 

FIFTH: This Resolution will enter into force since its publication in the Official Gazette.
