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ADMINISTRATIVE RESOLUTION No. 137-2025 
 

THE ADMINISTRATOR OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in exercise of his legal powers, 
 

CONSIDERING: 
 

That Decree Law No. 7 of February 10, 1998, created the Panama Maritime Authority, unified the various 

maritime competences of the public administration, and established that among its functions are to recommend 

policies and actions, exercise administrative acts, and enforce legal and regulatory standards relating to the 

maritime sector. 

 

That paragraph 6 of Article 4 of Decree Law No. 7 of February 10, 1998, states that the Panama Maritime 

Authority has the function of ensuring strict compliance with the provisions of the 1982 United Nations 

Convention on the Law of the Sea and other treaties, conventions, and international instruments ratified by the 

Republic of Panama in relation to the maritime sector. 

 

That within the organizational structure of the Panama Maritime Authority is the General Directorate of 

Seafarers, an administrative and program implementation agency whose operation and internal organization 

comply with the provisions of Decree Law No. 7 of February 10, 1998, as amended by Law No. 57 of August 6, 

2008, as well as in the regulations issued in implementation thereof. 

 

That in accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 33 of Decree Law No. 7 of February 10, 1998, the General 

Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority has among its functions the enforcement of current 

legal regulations on education, training, certification, and watchkeeping for seafarers, in accordance with the 

provisions of international conventions ratified by the Republic of Panama. 

 

That Resolution J.D. No. 020-2003 of August 14, 2003, which regulates pilotage services for all vessels calling at 

the ports and jurisdictional waters of the Republic of Panama, excluding waters within the area of compatibility 

with Panama Canal operations, provides in Article 6 that "Pilotage Service shall be mandatory for all vessels 

calling at national ports, private ports, maritime or port facilities, and other points or areas of jurisdictional waters 

where pilotage is required...", which shall always be carried out through the "Association, Organization, 

Company, Corporation, and Pilotage Enterprise constituted in accordance with the formalities required by 

Panamanian legislation and recognized by the Authority to provide pilotage services in specific areas within 

jurisdictional waters," in accordance with the provisions of Resolution J.D. No. 020-2003 of August 14, 2003. 

 

That in accordance with the General Port Law No. 56 of August 6, 2008 ( ), which establishes the governing 

rules for the activity of existing or future ports and maritime facilities in the Republic of Panama, the use of assets 

granted under concession and the provision of auxiliary maritime services, whether public or private in nature , 

applicable to port facilities, Resolution J.D. No. 011-2019 of March 27, 2019, related to the Operating License 

Regulations, establishes the requirements for companies offering auxiliary maritime services provided within port 

premises or in areas under the jurisdiction of the Panama Maritime Authority, including the regulation of pilotage 

services, which stipulates that companies wishing to carry out such operations must be authorized through a 

Pilotage Service Operating License, upon presentation of the required requirements, including the Certificate of 

Competency issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers, upon request, at no cost, in addition to the Pilot 

License of the maritime professionals who will carry out such operations. 

 

That Resolution J.D. No. 055-2008 of September 18, 2008, the Panama Maritime Authority Administrator is 

empowered to regulate technical matters that fall within the competence of this institution and that, by legal 

provision, are not attributed to the Directorates General of this entity, related to the application of International 

Conventions on maritime matters. 

 

That by means of Resolution ADM No. 280-2015 of December 30, 2015, the Panama Maritime Authority 

approved the issuance of a Certificate of Competence so that ship captains could perform maneuvers correctly
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with the advice of qualified pilots in these new ports. Consequently, the Panama Maritime Authority authorized 

the General Directorate of Seafarers to issue a Certificate of Competence, as described below: 

 

"Unlimited pilots who aspire to provide pilotage services in a new open port area within the territory of 

the Republic of Panama, so that companies with a Pilotage Service Operating License can provide this 

service through qualified seafarers." 

 

That over time, other scenarios have arisen that were not contemplated in Resolution ADM No. 280-2015 of 

December 30, 2015, related to UNLIMITED PILOTAGE; which should be regulated so that these seafarers can 

obtain a Certificate of Competency, namely: 

 

1. Unlimited pilot to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the case of inclusion of an area of 

operation in a company's Operating License, valid and issued by the General Directorate of 

Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

2. Unlimited pilot to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in an existing port facility in the Republic 

of Panama, in the event that the Unlimited Pilot License, which a company applying for an 

Operating License for auxiliary maritime pilotage services applies for in order to carry out 

operations, has expired. 

 

That in view of such unforeseen situations, and in order for this Administration to ensure that pilotage operations 

in new and existing port facilities are carried out in an appropriate manner, always taking care to ensure safe 

navigation, the safety of human life at sea, as well as the protection of the marine environment, it considers it 

feasible to establish guidelines for issuing the respective Certificate of Competency and the additional 

requirements to be met by qualified seafarers so that the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority may issue the CERTIFICATE OF COMPETENCY required by the General Directorate of 

Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries to companies applying for the License to Operate an Auxiliary Maritime 

Pilotage Service and the UNLIMITED PILOT LICENSE , ensuring that they have the skills, competencies, 

knowledge, and aptitudes required to perform the tasks, duties, and responsibilities on board a vessel. 

 

That for this purpose, the General Directorate of Seafarers is responsible for issuing the Pilot License, in any 

form, at a cost of ONE HUNDRED UNITED STATES DOLLARS (US$100.00), as established in Resolution J.D. 

No. 064 of July 22, 2010, after meeting the required requirements, which certifies the suitability that a maritime 

professional must possess to provide professional advice to the ship's captain for safe navigation in restricted or 

inland waters, within the limits of the bay, river, channel, ports, anchorage areas, or any part of Panamanian 

marine spaces and jurisdictional waters, with the exception of pilots who perform their work in the waters of the 

Panama Canal. Therefore, it is necessary to determine the requirements for obtaining an UNLIMITED PILOT 

LICENSE for each of the above-mentioned scenarios that are not regulated, in which it is necessary to obtain a 

Certificate of Competency for Unlimited Pilots. 

 

Based on the above considerations, Chapter I on General Provisions is hereby incorporated in order to establish 

"General Aspects and Definitions" applicable to the provisions of the regulations for the issuance of the 

Certificate of Competency, in addition to Chapter II related to Unlimited Pilots to provide auxiliary maritime 

pilotage services in the case of a new port facility in the Republic of Panama. 

 

That, in addition, Chapter III and Chapter IV are incorporated, so that provisions are established relating to two 

new modalities for the issuance of the Certificate of Aptitude for Unlimited Pilots, in the case of the inclusion of 

an area of operation in a valid Auxiliary Maritime Services License; and in the case of Unlimited Pilots with 

expired licenses. 

That, jointly, Chapter V is incorporated, establishing "Other Provisions" relating to physical fitness standards. 
 

That by virtue of these amendments and in an effort to maintain consistency, order, and a single text related to 

the provisions for Certificates of Competency for Unlimited Pilots working in the port areas of the Republic of 

Panama, it is appropriate to replace Resolution ADM No. 280-2015 of December 30, 2015, which establishes the 

issuance of Certificates of Fitness.
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That based on the foregoing considerations, the undersigned Administrator of the Panama Maritime Authority, in 

exercise of his legal powers, 

 
 
 

RESOLVES: 
 

CHAPTER I 
 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 

FIRST: TO APPROVE the provisions for the issuance of a Certificate of Competency for Pilots who first meet 

the following conditions: 

1. That the applicant be a Panamanian national; 

2. That they hold an unlimited Pilot License; and 

3. That they are nominated by a pilotage service company. 
 

SECOND: TO NOTIFY that the General Directorate of Seafarers will issue the Certificate of Competence to 

Pilots who meet the conditions described in the previous resolution, as a prerequisite for applying for an Auxiliary 

Maritime Pilotage Service Operating License, which a company must submit to the General Directorate of Ports 

and Auxiliary Maritime Industries ( ) of the Panama Maritime Authority, in order to provide pilotage services in the 

following cases: 

1. In a new port facility in the Republic of Panama. 

2. In the inclusion of an area of operation in a company's Auxiliary Maritime Pilotage Service Operating 

License, valid and issued by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

3. In an existing port facility in the Republic of Panama, but the Unlimited Pilot License that the applicant 

company is applying for to carry out operations has expired. 

 

THIRD: TO ESTABLISH that the Certificate of Competence referred to in this resolution is intended to guarantee 

the skill, ability, and suitability of the Pilot without limitation, to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the 

cases detailed in the second resolution of this resolution. 

 

FOURTH: TO WARN that the Certificate of Competence referred to in this resolution does not, under any 

circumstances, constitute a Pilot License to perform pilotage maneuvers in the port area requested by the 

auxiliary maritime pilotage service company. 

 

FIFTH: TO INDICATE that, in order to obtain the Unlimited Pilot License, the applicant must submit to the 

General Directorate of Seafarers, , the Provisional Operating Permit granted by the General Directorate of Ports 

and Auxiliary Maritime Industries and, during its validity, must comply with the requirements established for each 

case in this resolution. 

 

SIXTH: TO INDICATE that for the purposes of these regulations, the following definitions shall apply unless 

expressly provided otherwise: 

 

1. Certificate of Competence: Certificate issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers guaranteeing the 

competence of UNLIMITED PILOTS, prior to the granting of the Unlimited Pilot License, when they are 

nominated by a company that applies to the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries 

for an Auxiliary Maritime Pilotage Service Operating License for a port area in the Republic of Panama. 

 

2. Pilot License: Title issued to the Pilot by the General Directorate of Seafarers. 
 

3. Pilotage: Professional advice provided by the Pilot to the Captain of the vessel to ensure safe navigation in 

restricted or inland waters, within the limits of a bay, river, channel, ports, anchorage areas, or any part of 

the marine spaces and jurisdictional waters.
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4. Pilot: A maritime professional who has been duly trained, qualified, and recognized as such by the 

Authority, by virtue of their knowledge and expertise in maneuvering in specific Maritime Zones, Inland 

Waters, or Ports, for the purpose of providing advice on navigation, maneuvering, and national legislation to 

the captains of ships operating in jurisdictional waters. 

 

CHAPTER II 
 

PROVISIONS FOR UNLIMITED PRACTICAL T TO PROVIDE MARITIME AUXILIARY BALLASTING 

SERVICES IN THE CASE OF A NEW PORT AREA IN THE REPUBLIC OF PANAMA . 

 

SEVENTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that the Unlimited Pilot must submit to the General Directorate of 

Seafarers in order to obtain the Certificate of Competency to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the 

case of a new port facility in the Republic of Panama, for which a company applies for an Auxiliary Maritime 

Pilotage Service Operating License from the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

 

The applicant or the applicant company must submit the following requirements: 

1. Letter of application from the Unlimited Pilot, addressed to the Director General of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the Legal Representative of the company applying for the Operating License before 

the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries, for auxiliary maritime pilotage services 

under this modality. 

2. Simple copy of the valid personal identity card of the Unlimited Pilot. 

3. Simple copy of the valid Unlimited Pilot License issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the 

Panama Maritime Authority. 

4.   Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid and must 

have been issued by a Physician recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot meets the physical fitness standards established in the 

current regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

 

EIGHTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that must be met by the Unlimited Pilot, to the General Directorate 

of Seafarers in order to obtain an Unlimited Pilot License to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the 

case of a new port facility in the Republic of Panama, in which a company applies for an Auxiliary Maritime 

Pilotage Service Operating License from the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

 

The applicant or the applicant company must submit the following requirements: 

1. Letter of application for the Unlimited Pilot License, addressed to the Director of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the legal representative of the company that was granted the Provisional Operating 

Permit and/or the Operating License for auxiliary maritime pilotage services, indicating the name of the new 

port facility in the Republic of Panama authorized by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime 

Industries. 

2. A simple copy of the company's Provisional Operating Permit ( ) and/or Operating License (Licencia de 

Operación) ( ), authorizing it to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the new port facility in the 

Republic of Panama, issued by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

3. Simple copy of the personal identity card of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid. 

4. Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid and must 

have been issued by a Doctor recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime 

Authority, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot meets the physical fitness standards established in the current 

regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

5. Blood alcohol tests for the Unlimited Pilot, with results within the maximum blood alcohol concentration limit 

of 0.05% or 0.25 milligrams per liter of alcohol in the breath, or an amount of alcohol that translates into that 

alcohol concentration, valid for a maximum of fifteen (15) days prior to applying for the procedure. 

6. Toxicology (anti-doping) tests for the pilot without limits, with a negative result, valid for a maximum of fifteen 

(15) days prior to applying for the procedure. 

7. Four (4) passport-size photos of the Pilot without limits, who must appear without a cap or dark glasses.
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8. A simple copy of the unlimited pilot license, valid and issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the 

Panama Maritime Authority. 

9. Documentary evidence demonstrating a minimum of twenty (20) maneuvers performed on a simulator. 

These maneuvers must be performed at a training center specializing in simulation that must be previously 

approved by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority. The simulator must be 

of an approved type, which must comply with the provisions of Regulation I/12 and Section A-I/12, which 

establish the rules governing the use of simulators in the STCW'78 Convention, as amended, and its 

Training Code. 

 

The document must certify that the Unlimited Pilot has completed a minimum of ten (10) docking 

maneuvers and ten (10) undocking maneuvers. The maneuvers must be performed under the supervision 

of an Unlimited Pilot who has a valid Pilot License, who has completed the training courses (IMO Model 

Course 6.09 for Instructors and IMO Model Course 6.10 for Instructors and Assessors in the use of 

Maritime Simulators), as well as certification of training in the use of the simulator by the supplier or 

documentary evidence issued by the Training Center to be used, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot, as an 

instructor, has acquired practical experience in the use of the specific type of simulator. 

 

The simulator must run and represent scenarios of maneuvers and operations for the arrival, berthing, 

unberthing, and departure of ships, as well as any others that may be required in the port area when it is 

necessary to berth or unberth ships there, on a real scale (bathymetry) and with the particularities of the 

new port area, including signage and buoys, as well as the navigable waterways of said port area, for which 

a company requests an Auxiliary Pilotage Maritime Service Operating License . 

 

CHAPTER III 
 

PROVISIONS FOR THE UNRESTRICTED PRACTICE OF B TION IN THE PROVISION OF AUXILIARY 

MARITIME B TION SERVICES IN THE CASE OF THE INCLUSION OF AN AREA OF OPERATION IN A 

COMPANY'S OPERATING LICENSE, VALID AND ISSUED BY THE GENERAL DIRECTORATE OF PORTS 

AND AUXILIARY MARITIME INDUSTRIES. 

 

NINTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that the Pilot without Limits must submit to the General Directorate 

of Seafarers in order to obtain the Certificate of Competence to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in 

the case of the inclusion of an area of operation in a company's Operating License, valid and issued by the 

General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

 

The applicant or the applicant company must submit the following requirements: 

1. Letter of application from the Unlimited Pilot, addressed to the Director General of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the legal representative of the company requesting the inclusion of an area of 

operation in the Operating License for the auxiliary maritime pilotage service, currently granted to the 

company, from the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

2. A simple copy of the valid personal identity card of the Unlimited Pilot. 

3. Simple copy of the valid Unlimited Pilot License issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the 

Panama Maritime Authority. 

4. Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid and must 

have been issued by a Physician recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot meets the physical fitness standards established in the 

current regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

 

TENTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that the Unlimited Pilot must submit to the General Directorate of 

Seafarers in order to obtain the Unlimited Pilot License to provide pilotage services in the case of inclusion of 

an area of operation in the Operating License of a company, issued by the General Directorate of Ports and 

Auxiliary Maritime Industries, which is currently valid. 

 

The applicant or the applicant company must submit the following requirements:
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1. Application letter for unlimited pilot, addressed to the Director(a) General of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the legal representative of the company providing the auxiliary maritime pilotage 

service, indicating the area of operation included in the Operating License, by which it was authorized to 

provide the auxiliary maritime pilotage service by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime 

Industries. 

2. A simple copy of the company's Provisional Permit and/or Operating License, authorizing it to provide 

auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the respective area of operation, issued by the General Directorate of 

Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

3. Simple copy of the pilot's valid personal identity card. 

4. Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Pilot without limits, which must be valid and 

must have been issued by a Physician recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority, certifying that the Pilot without limits meets the physical fitness standards established in 

the current regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

5. Blood alcohol tests for the Unlimited Pilot, with results within the maximum blood alcohol concentration limit 

of 0.05% or 0.25 milligrams per liter of alcohol in the breath, or an amount of alcohol that translates into that 

alcohol concentration, valid for a maximum of fifteen (15) days prior to applying for the procedure. 

6. Unlimited toxicology (anti-doping) tests for the pilot, with negative results, valid for a maximum of fifteen (15) 

days prior to applying for the procedure. 

7. Four (4) passport-size photos of the Pilot, who must appear without a cap or sunglasses. 

8. A simple copy of the Pilot's license without limits, valid and issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers 

of the Panama Maritime Authority. 

9. Submit documentary evidence demonstrating: 

9.1. A minimum of twenty (20) maneuvers performed on a simulator. These maneuvers must have been 

performed at a training center specializing in simulation that must be previously approved by the 

General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority. The simulator must be of an 

approved type, which must comply with the provisions of Regulation I/12 and Section A-I/12, which 

establish the rules governing the use of simulators in the STCW'78 Convention, as amended, and its 

Training Code. 

 

The document must certify that the Unlimited Pilot has completed a minimum of ten (10) docking 

maneuvers and ten (10) undocking maneuvers. The maneuvers must be performed under the 

supervision of an Unlimited Pilot who has a valid Pilot License, who has completed the training 

courses (IMO Model Course 6.09 for Instructors and IMO Model Course 6.10 for Instructors and 

Assessors in the use of Maritime Simulators), as well as certification of training in the use of the 

simulator by the supplier or documentary evidence issued by the Training Center to be used, 

certifying that the Unlimited Pilot, as an instructor, has acquired practical experience in the use of the 

specific type of simulator. 

 

The simulator must execute and represent scenarios of maneuvers and operations of arrival, 

berthing, unberthing, and departure of ships, as well as any others that may be required to be 

executed in the port area when it is necessary to berth or unberth ships therein, on a real scale 

(bathymetry) and with the particularities of the respective area of operation (port area), including 

signaling and buoyage, as well as the navigable waterways of said area of operation, for which a 

company requests to include said area of operation in the Auxiliary Pilotage Maritime Service 

Operating License, which must be valid on the date of application. 

 

9.2. A minimum of ten (10) maneuvers as an observer on ships. These maneuvers must be performed 

under the supervision of an unlimited pilot from an auxiliary maritime pilotage service company 

authorized by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries and which holds a 

valid Auxiliary Maritime Pilotage Service Operating License in the area of operation (port area) that 

the applicant company wishes to include in said valid Operating License. 

 

The document must certify that the unlimited pilot has a minimum of five (5) docking maneuvers and 

five (5) undocking maneuvers.
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To comply with section 8.2, the applicant company must submit the original letter of consent signed 

by the company's legal representative and a copy of the Operating License authorizing the company 

to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services, issued by the General Directorate of Ports and 

Auxiliary Maritime Industries, which must be valid in the area of operation (port area) and which will 

provide the qualified pilot without limits for the supervision of maneuvers as an observer on ships. 

 

CHAPTER IV 
 

PROVISIONS FOR THE UNLIMITED PILOT T TO PROVIDE PILOTAGE SERVICES IN AN EXISTING PORT 

AREA IN THE REPUBLIC OF PANAMA, IN THE EVENT THAT THE UNLIMITED LICENSE OF THE PILOT, 

WHOM A COMPANY APPLYING FOR A LICENSE TO OPERATE AN AUXILIARY MARITIME PILOTAGE 

SERVICE IS APPLYING TO PERFORM THE OPERATIONS, HAS EXPIRED. 

 

ELEVENTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that the Unlimited Pilot must submit to the General Directorate 

of Seafarers in order to obtain the Certificate of Competency to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in 

an existing port area in the Republic of Panama, in the event that the Unlimited Pilot License held by the 

company applying for an Auxiliary Maritime Pilotage Service Operating License to perform the 

operations has expired. 

 

The applicant or the requesting company must submit the following requirements: 

1. Letter of application for unlimited pilotage, addressed to the Director General of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the legal representative of the company applying to the General Directorate of Ports 

and Auxiliary Maritime Industries for an Operating License for auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the 

respective port area. 

2. A simple copy of the valid personal identity card of the Unlimited Pilot. 

3. Simple copy of the expired Unlimited Pilot License issued by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the 

Panama Maritime Authority. 

4. Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid and must 

have been issued by a Physician recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot meets the physical fitness standards established in the 

current regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

 

TWELFTH: TO ESTABLISH the requirements that the Unlimited Pilot must submit to the General Directorate of 

Seafarers in order to obtain the renewal of the Unlimited Pilot License that has expired to provide auxiliary 

maritime pilotage services in an existing port area in the Republic of Panama, for which a company applying for 

an Auxiliary Maritime Pilotage Service Operating License is applying to carry out operations. 

 

The applicant or the applicant company must submit the following requirements: 

1. Application letter for Unlimited Pilot, addressed to the Director (a) General of Seafarers, which must be 

issued and signed by the legal representative of the company, indicating the area of operation that has 

been included in the Provisional Operating Permit and/or Operating License for auxiliary maritime pilotage 

services, by the General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

2. A simple copy of the Provisional Operating Permit and/or Operating License issued to the company, 

authorizing it to provide auxiliary maritime pilotage services in the respective port area, issued by the 

General Directorate of Ports and Auxiliary Maritime Industries. 

3. Simple copy of the valid personal identity card of the Unlimited Pilot. 

4. Simple copy of the Medical Certificate issued in favor of the Unlimited Pilot, which must be valid and must 

have been issued by a Physician recognized by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the Panama 

Maritime Authority, certifying that the Unlimited Pilot meets the physical fitness standards established in the 

current regulations governing this matter by this Maritime Administration. 

5. Blood alcohol tests for the Unlimited Pilot, with results within the maximum blood alcohol concentration limit 

of 0.05% or 0.25 milligrams per liter of alcohol in the breath, or an amount of alcohol that translates into that 

alcohol concentration, valid for a maximum of fifteen (15) days prior to applying for the procedure.
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6. Unlimited pilot toxicology (anti-doping) tests, with negative results, valid for a maximum of fifteen (15) days 

prior to applying for the procedure. 

7. Four (4) passport-size photos of the Pilot without limits, who must appear without a cap and without dark 

glasses. 

8. Simple copy of the expired Unlimited Pilot Licenses, which were issued by the General Directorate of 

Seafarers. 

9. Documentary evidence showing a minimum of ten (10) maneuvers performed during the validity of the 

expired Unlimited Pilot License, in the port area to be applied for. 

The document must certify that the Unlimited Pilot has a minimum of five (5) docking maneuvers and five 

(5) undocking maneuvers. 

 

CHAPTER V 
 

OTHER PROVISIONS 
 

THIRTEENTH: TO ESTABLISH that when the Pilot has a valid Unlimited Pilot License in the port area, for which 

the Pilot's applicant company requests a Pilotage Service Operating License, the Certificate of Competence 

shall not be applicable, since the pilot already has experience in the pilotage area for which he or she is being 

nominated. Otherwise, he or she must comply with the provisions of Chapter III or Chapter IV of this resolution, 

as applicable. 

 

FOURTEENTH: TO ESTABLISH that the Certificate of Competence referred to in this resolution shall be valid 

for a period of six (6) months from the date of issue of said document. 

FIFTEENTH: AUTHORIZE the General Directorate of Seafarers to establish the corresponding procedures for 

compliance with the provisions of this resolution. 

 

SIXTEENTH: TO SUBROGATE  Resolution ADM No. 280-2015 of December 30, 2015, and any other provisions 

that are contrary to the provisions of this resolution. 

 

SEVENTEENTH: TO NOTIFY that this Resolution shall take effect upon its publication in the Official Gazette of 

the Republic of Panama.
