THE UNDERSIGNED GENERAL DIRECTOR OF 

THE GENERAL DIRECTORATE OF MERCHANT MARINE 

In use of the powers conferred by the Law,  

 

 

WHEREAS: 

 

 

That in the People's Republic of China operates a considerable number of vessels registered in 

the Panamanian Merchant Marine, and in said country a series of potentially attractive maritime 

activities are carried out for our vessel registry, which makes it necessary to designate the 

necessary personnel to meet the demand for flagging, collection management, issuance of 

certificates of competency and other services related to this important activity of the Panamanian 

economy. 

 

That likewise, due to the distant location of said country, it is necessary to take the pertinent 

measures so that the General Directorate of Merchant Marine of the Panama Maritime Authority 

may fully and promptly comply with all the functions established by Law 2 of January 17th, 1980, 

amended by Law 25 of July 18th, 1997, and Decree Law 7 of February 10th, 1998. 

 

That for this purpose, the Administrator of the Panama Maritime Authority by Resolution ADM 

N°040-06, has appointed as Panama Merchant Marine Inspector in the People's Republic of 

China, with headquarters in Shanghai, Mr. CHENG RUXING, of CHINESE nationality, with 

passport No. 6087462. 

 

That according to Article 3 of Law 2 of January 17th, 1980, amended by Law 25 of July 18th, 

1997, when the needs so require, the General Directorate of Merchant Marine may delegate its 

functions to the Merchant Marine Inspectorates established for that purpose. Said inspectorates 

shall have jurisdiction in the territorial circumscription indicated for such purpose in the 

administrative act ordering their creation. 

 

That based on the above regulation and in order to optimize the service provided to the 

Panamanian Merchant Marine in the Russian Federation, the General Directorate of Merchant 

Marine considers it convenient to delegate certain functions to the Panamanian Merchant Marine 

Inspectorate in the People's Republic of China.  

 

 

RESOLVES: 

 

 

FIRST: TO DELEGATE TO THE MERCHANT MARINE INSPECTORATE OF 

PANAMA IN THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA, based in Shanghai, the following 

functions: 

 

• To carry out the administrative procedures required by vessels registered in the 

Panamanian Merchant Marine, including the functions established in Law 25 of July 18th, 

1997. For such purpose, the fees established in the Law and Regulations shall be charged, 

and the proceeds from this activity shall be remitted monthly to this General Directorate 

in accordance with the provisions of the Law. 
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• To assist with consultations and provide general information on the registry of ships and 

mortgages. 

• To promote and carry out the function of collecting taxes and fees for ships and 

mortgages. 

• To promote and carry out the function of collection of taxes and fees of vessels under 

Panamanian flag, including delinquency. 

• To take care of the documentation system of seafarers in its area of influence in 

accordance with the provisions of the Law and Regulations. 

• Support the Panama Maritime Authority, its General Directorates and its Regional Offices 

abroad, if necessary and if required by them. 

• Submit monthly and when required, a report of the administrative and financial work of 

the Merchant Marine Inspectorate to the Directorate General of Merchant Marine, 

according to the established legal procedure. 

• Any other functions delegated by the General Directorate. 

 

SECOND: TO ESTABLISH that the official in charge of the above-mentioned Inspectorate has 

the obligations of the management officials indicated in the Law. 

 

THIRD: TO ESTABLISH that this Resolution is effective as of the date hereof. 

 

LEGAL BASIS: Law 2 of January 17th, 1980, Law 25 of July 18th, 1997 and Decree Law 7 of 

February 10th, 1998.
