CONSIDERANDO:

CQue medianite el Decreto Ley No. 7 de 10 de febrero de 1998, se crea la Auloridad Maritima da Panama,
se unificaron las distintas competencias mariimas de la administracion pablica, y se establece que entre
sus funciones estan, recomendar politicas y acciones, ejercer actos administrativos, y hacer cumplir fas
normas iegales y reglamentanias referenies al sector maritimo.

Que en concordancia, el articulo 4 del Decreto Ley No.7 de 10 de febrera de 1998, sefiala en su numeral 7
que la Autoridad Maritlima de Panama, tiene fa funcién de evaluar y proponer al Organa Ejecutivo y demas
entidades estatales, que asi lo requieran, las medidas necesarias para la adopcion de ftratados y
convenios intemacionales referenles a las actividades que se desarollen dentro de! sector maritimo.

Que dentro de la estructura organica de la Autoridad Maritima de Panamé, se encuentra la Direccion
General de la Genle de Mar, organismo de servicios administrativos y de ejecucion de programas, cuyo
{uncionamiento y organizacion inferna se ajusta a lo especificado en el Decreto Ley No. 7 de 10 de febrero
de 1998, y ademas, en los reglamentos que se dicten en desarrollo de este.

Que conforme al numeral 1 del articulo 33 de la prenunciada norma, la Direccién General de la Genle de
Mar de la Autoridad Maritima de Panamé, tiene entre sus funciones, hacer cumplir las normas legales
vigenles sobre educacion, formacion, fitufacion y guardia de la gente de mar, de conformidad con lo
establecido en los convenios interacionales ralificados por la Repiiblica de Panama.

Que mediante la Ley No. 4 de 15 de mayo de 1992, la Republica de Panama se constituy6 en Parie de!
Convenio Intemalional sobre Normas de Formacion, Titulacion y Guardia para la Genle de Mar de 1978,
en s5u forma enmendada (Convenio STCW'78, enmendado), y a través de la Resolucidn ADM No. 148-
2011 de 18 de noviembre de 2011, se adoptd la Resolucion | en lodas sus paries y el Anexo 1 de la
Resolucion 2, adopladas el 25 de junio de 2010, mediante las Enmiendas de Manila 2010 al Convenio
STCW'78, enmendado y a su Cédige de Formacidn, respectivamente,

Que el Convenio Intemacional sobre Normas de Formacion, Titulacién y Guardia para la genle de mar de
1978, enmendado (Convenio STCW'78, enmendado), en su Ariculo | sobre Obligaciones Generales
conlraidas en virtlud del Convenio, establece que las Parles se obligan a promulgar lodas las leyes,
decretos, drdenes y reglameniaciones necesarias y a tomar lodas las medidas precisas para dar al
Convenio plena efectividad y asl garanlizar que, tanto desde ef punlo de vista de la seguridad de ia vida
humana y de los bienes en el mar como de la proteccion de! medio maring, la gente de mar enrolada en
los buques, tenga la compelencia y #a aptitud debida para desempefiar sus funciones.

Que mediante la Resolucién ADM No. 276-2015 de 28 de diciembre de 2015, se adoptaron las enmiendas
2014 al Convenio STCW'78, enmendado, eslablecidas en las Resoluciones MSC.373(93) y MSC.374(93),
ambas de 22 de mayo de 2014, relativas a la nueva Regla 1116 y a la modificacion de la Regla 1/1.36, asi
como, a la enmienda al Cédigo de Formacién, relerente a la nueva Seccion A-1/16 y fa modificacian de las
notas 6 y 7 del Cuadro A-If9, sobre la utilizacion del Codigo Il sobre Ia implaniacion de los instrumentos de
la OML.

Que mediante la Resolucion ADM No. 232-2016 de 29 de diciembre de 2016, se adoptaren las enmiendas
2015 al Convenio STCW'78, enmendado, establecidas en las Resoluciones MSC.386({95) y MSC.397{95),
ambas de 11 de junio de 2015, relalivas a los requisitos especiales de formacion para el personal en
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buques regidos por el Cadiga Inlernacional de seguridad para los buques que ulilicen gases u otros
combustibles de bajo punto de inflamacién (Codigo IGF).

Cue mediante la Resolucidn ADM No. 123-2017 de 28 de julio de 2017, se adoptaron las enmiendas 2016
al Convenio STCW'78, enmendado, establecidas en las Rescluciones MSC.416(97) y MSC.417(97),
ambas de 25 de noviembre de 2016, relativas a los requisilos especiales de formacién para el personal de
determinados lipos de buques y requisitos minimos aplicables a la formacién y las cualificaciones de los
capilanes y oficiales de puente en buques que operen en aguas polares.

Que la Resolucion J.D. No. 076-2020 de 8 de octubre de 2020, aprobd el Reglamento de Formacion,
Titwlacién y Guardia para la Gente de Mar que iabora a bordo de buques de navegacion maritima de
conformidad con el Convenio STCW'78, eamendado, el cual contiene nommas para fa formacion y
tilutacion de la gente de mar, en cumplimienio de fas disposiciones establecidas en el Convenio sobre
Normas de Formacién, Tilulacion y Guardia para la Gente de Mar, 1978, enmendado {Convenic STCW'78,
enmendado) y su Cédigo de Formacion.

Que la Repiblica de Panami pemmanece en la Circular MSC.1/Circ. 1163 (Ultima revision) de la
Organizacion Marilima intemaciona! (OMI) que presenta la lista de los Estados Partes que han presentado
informacién que demuestra que dan plena y total efectividad a las disposiciones del Convenio STCW'78,
enmendado {Lisla Blanca), y ademas ha presentado informacidn relativa a los informes de las
evaluaciones independientes conforme a esle Convenio, lo cual fue confirmado por el Comité de
Seguridad Marilima de la OMI, a través de la Circular MSC. 1/Circ.1164 (Uitima revisidn).

Que por lo anterior, la Direccion General de Gente de Mar, continua fortaleciendo los procesos de
formacion y titulacién de la gente de mar que fabora a bordo de fos buques, y asegurandose que {engan
las competencias, suficiencias, conocimientos y apfitudes requeridas para desempedar las tareas,
funciones y cargos & bordo, dado que el factor humano es una cuestion que afecla a la seguridad
marilima, |a salvaguarda de la vida humana en la mar, asi como también a ja proteccion del medio
ambienie marino.

Que siguiendo el principio de mejora continua, es imporiante para esta Administracion Maritima, realizar el
anaiisis constanle de las requlaciones implemenladas, con el fin de verificar su efectividad, en atencion a
lo cual se hace necesario aclualizar la nonnaliva que aprueba el reglamento de formacidn, litulacidn y
guardia para la gente de mar que labora a bordo de buques de navegacion marltima, de conformidad con
el Canvenio STCW 78, enmendado, y modificar {2 Resolucian J.D. No. 076-2020 de 8 de oclubre de 2020,
con el proposile de cumplir con los estandares intemacionales, asl como mantener la eficiencia y
competitividad del registro de bugues panamefio y de |a gente de mar.

Que el arliculo 18, numerales 3, 7 y 9 del Decreto Ley No. 7 de 10 de febrero de 1998, sefiala que son
funciones de la Junia Directiva de la Autoridad Marltima de Panama, adoptar las politicas adminisirativas,
cientificas y lecnolégicas que promueven y aseguren la competitividad y Ia rentabifidad del sector maritime
y el desarmollo de sus recursos humanos; establecer Ia organizacion de la Autoridad, asi como, estructurar,
regleamentar, determinar, fijar, afterar e imponer lasas y derechos para los servicios que preste Ia
Autondad; por lo que,

RESUELVE:

PRIMERO: MODIFICAR ios Articulo 2 y 17 de! Anexo de la Resolucion J.B. No. 076-2020 de
8 de octubre de 2020, REGLAMENTO DE FORMACION, TITULACION Y
GUARDIA PARA LA GENTE DE MAR QUE LABORA A BORDO DE BUQUES
DE NAVEGACION MARITIMA DE CONFORMIDAD CON EL CONVENIO
STCW'78, ENMENDADQ, los cuales quedan asi; NS,
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Articulo 2. Ambito de Aplicacién

El presente Reglamento se apficara a fa genle de mar que
preste servicio en bugues de navegacion maritima registrados
bajo la bandera de Panam4, con excepcion de la genle de mar
que presie sus servicios en:

1. Buques de guerra, unidades navales auxiliares o buques
distintos de esos, de los que el Estado es el propietario o
empresas explotaderas y dedicadas exclusivamente a
servicios gubesnamentzales de carcter no comercial;

2. Buques pesqueros;

. Yales de recreo no dedicados al comercio;
4. Bugues de madera de construccion primitiva.

La Auloridad Maritima de Panamad podra establecer
reglamentaciones para aquellas excepciones que se indican
en el presente articulo.

Articulo 17: Normas Médicas

La DGGM reglamentar y establecera las normas de aptitud
fisica para la gente de mar y los procedimientos para expedic
certificados médicos de conformidad con la Regla 119 del
Convenio STCW'78, enmendado y en la Seccién A-1/9 del
Codigo de Formacion, y las Direclices nagionales para la
realizacion de los reconocimienios médicos de la gente de
mar que adople la DGGM de la AMP, de conformidad con las
Directrices intemacionales de la OIT/OMI, con el fin de
garantizar que los responsables de evaluar la aptitud fisica de
la gente de mar son médicos reconacidos, para realizar
reconocimientos médicos a la gente de mar,

Toda 1a genle de mar en posesién de un lilulo emilido en
virtud de lo estipulado en el Convenio STCW'78, enmendado,
que presle servicio a bordo de buques de bandera
panameiia, deberd poseer un certificado medico valido
expedido de conformidad a la Regla H9 y la Seccion A-1/9 del
Convenio STCW'78, enmendado y su Cédigo de Formacion.

Toda la gente de mar que lrabaje a bordo de buques de
bandera panamefia, deberd demosfrar a intervalos no
superiores a dos (2} afios, que safisface las normas sobre
aplitud fisica establecidas y posee un certificado médico
vélido expedido por un médico reconacide por la DGGM.

L.a DGGM reglamentard la reduccion del intervalo de tiempo
de dos (2) afos del cerificado médico, asi como las
limitaciones en la capacidad para el trabzjo a bordo en el
cerlificado médico, a fin de garantizar que la gente de mar
salisfaga las nonmas sobre aptitud fisica.

La DGGM mantendra un registro de los médicos autorizados
para realizar reconocimientos médicos y para expedir los
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certificados, previa comprobacion de ser idéneos y de estar
familiarizados con aquellos aspectos de la vida de la gente de
mar gue lienen una incidencia significativa en las condiciones
de su saled y apblud fisica, segin sus respectivas
responsabilidades y deberes a bordo, Los reconocimientos de
los médicos y las inspecciones de sus instalaciones médicas
se llevardn a cabo de acuerdo a fos procedimientos y
directrices adoptados por la DGGM.

La DGGM admitira los certificados médicos emitidos en el
exiranjero. por médicos no reconccidos por la AMP, cuando
éstos cumplan con lo siguiente:

1. La informacion minima requerida por la Seccion A-/9 del
Codigo de Formacién,

2. Que el médico que emila el cerificado cuente con el
reconocimiento de su respecliva Administracion Maritima,
lo que constara por escrito en alguna parte del ceriificado
médico y el mismo sea expedido en conformidad con el
Convenioc STCW'78, enmendado ylo el CTM, 2006,
enmendado, sin perjuicio de ias restricciones establecidas
por fa AMP.

La DGGM emitird un modelo de cerificado médico de
conformidad con les requisitos minimos establecidos en la
Seecidn A-l/9 del Codigo de Formacion,

La DGGM velard por el derecho a la privacidad de los
resultados médicos de la gente de mar que ha sido somelida
a reconocimientos médicos coma condicion para la obtencion
de un fitulo o para servir a borlo, extendiéndose esle
compromiso a lodas las perscnas que inlervienen en la
realizacion de los reconocimientos © expediciones de
cerlificados, {anto en los semvicios meédicos como en los
adminisirativos. Lo anterior no constituye un impedimento
para las inspecciones que deben realizarse periddicamente a
las instalaciones de los médicos reconocidos.

Toda la gente de mar que se le haya negado un certificado
meédico o se le haya impuesto una limitacién respeclo a su
capacidad para trabajar en el cerificado médico, necesario
para prestar servicios a bordo, fendrd la oporlunidad de
soficitar que se vuelva a examinar su caso con ameglo al
sislema de apelacidn establecido por la DGGM de fa AMP.

Los cerificados médicos seran validos por un perodo
maximo de dos (2) afios; y las pruebas de vision cromética
por un periodo méximo de seis (6) aftos. El certificado medico
de la gente de mar, incluyendo el sello del médico debera ser
elaborado en el idioma oficial del pais que lo expide. Si el
idiema utilizado no es ef inglés, ef lexto incluird una
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En casos de urgencia, la AMP podra emilir una dispensa para

que un marina trabaje sin un cerfificado médico vélido hasta

el proximo puerto de escala en el cual pueda obtener un

ceitificado de un médico reconocido, a condicion de que:

1. El permiso no exceda de tres (3) meses.

2. El marino interesado tenga un certificado médico vencido
en fecha reciente.

Cuando ¢l periodo de validez de un certificado médico expire
durante el curso de una lravesia, sequir siendo vélido hasta
el siguiente puerlo de escala, en que & marino interesado
pueda obtener un cerificado médico de un médico
reconocida, a condicidn de que esta extensién no exceda de
tres (3) meses.

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RESOLUTION J.D. No. 053 -2021

The BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, using its legal
powers, and

CONSIDERING:

That by means of Law Decree No. 7 of February 10", 1998, the Panama Maritime Authority was
created, the different maritime powers of the public administration were unified, and it is
established that among its duties are, to recommend policies and actions, to perform
administrative acts, and enforce laws and regulations related to the maritime sector.

That accordingly, the article 4 of Law Decree No. 7 of February 10", 1998, states on its section
7, that the Panama Maritime Authority, has the task of evaluating and proposing to the Executive
Body and other State entities that so require, the necessary measures for the adoption of
international treaties and agreements concerning the activities performed within the maritime
sector.

That within the organic structure of the Panama Maritime Authority, there is the General
Directorate of Seafarers, an agency of administrative services and program execution, whose
internal operation and organization is in accordance with what is specified in Law Decree No. 7
of February 10", 1998, and also in the regulations made to develop it.

That according to numeral 1 of article 33 of the foregoing norm, the General Directorate of
Seafarers of the Panama Maritime Authority, has among its tasks, to enforce the current legal
regulations on education, training, certification and watchkeeping of the seafarers, in accordance
with the provisions of the international agreements ratified by the Republic of Panama.

That through Law No. 4 of May 15", 1992, the Republic of Panama became a Party to the
International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers
1978, as amended (1978 STCW Convention, as amended), and through Resolution ADM No.
148-2011 of November 18™, 2011, adopted Resolution | completely and Annex | of Resolution 2,
adopted on June 25" 2010, through the Manila Amendments 2010 to the 1978 STCW
Convention, as amended and its STCW Code, respectively.

That the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, on its Article | on General Obligations
contracted by virtue of the Convention, establishes that the Parties undertake to promulgate all
the necessary laws, decrees, orders and regulations and take all other steps which may be
necessary to give the Convention full and complete effect, so as to ensure that, from the point of
view of the safety of life and property at sea and of the protection of the marine environment, the
seafarers on board ships are qualified and fit for their duties.
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That by means of Resolution ADM No. 276-2015 of December 28" 2015, the 2014
amendments to the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, were adopted, established in
Resolutions MSC.373(93) and MSC.374(93), both of May 22" 2014, regarding the new
Regulation 1/16 and the amendment of Regulation 1/1.36, as well as the amendment to the
STCW Code, referring to the new Section A-1/16 and the amendment of the Notes 6 and 7 of
Table A-1/9, on the use of Code Il on the implementation of IMO instruments.

That by means of Resolution ADM No. 232-2016 of December 29" 2016, the 2015
amendments to the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended were adopted, established in
Resolutions MSC.396(95) and MSC.397(95), both of June 11", 2015, relating to the special
training requirements for personnel on ships governed by the International Code of Safety for
Ships Using Gases or other Low-flashpoint Fuels (IGF Code).

That by means of Resolution ADM No. 123-2017 of July 28™, 2017, the 2016 amendments to the
1978 STCW Convention, as amended, were adopted, established in Resolutions MSC.416(97)
and MSC.417(97), both from November 25", 2016, regarding the special training requirements
for the personnel of certain types of ships and minimum requirements applicable to the training
and gqualifications of master and deck officers on ships operating in polar waters.

That Resolution J.D, No. 076-2020 of October 8", 2020, approved the Regulations for Training,
Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers who work aboard seagoing ship in accordance
with the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, which contains standards for the training and
certification of seafarers, in compliance with the provisions established in the Convention on
Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended (1978
STCW Convention, as amended) and its STCW Code.

The Republic of Panama remains in the Circular MSC.1/Circ.1163 (latest revision) of the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) presenting the list of Parties States that have
submitted information which demonstrates that full and complete effect to the provisions of the
1978 STCW Convention, as amended (White List), and has also presented information on the
reports of independent evaluations carried out pursuant this Convention, which was confirmed
by the IMO’s Maritime Safety Committee through Circular MSC.1/Circ.1164 (latest revision).

That due to the previous, the General Directorate of Seafarers, continues to strengthen the
processes of training and certification of seafarers who work on board ships, and ensuring they
have the competence, proficiency, knowledge, understanding and aptitude required for perform
the tasks, duties and capacities on board, since the human factor is an issue that affects
maritime safety, safeguarding life at sea, as well as the protection of the marine environment.

That following the principle of continuous improvement, it is important for this Maritime
Administration, to perform constant analysis of the implemented regulations, in order to verify
their effectiveness, in response to which necessary to update the regulations approving the
regulation of training, certification and watchkeeping for seafarers that work on board seagoing
ship, in accordance with the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, and modify Resolution J.D.
No. 076-2020 of October 8", 2020, with the purpose of meeting the international standards, and
maintain the efficiency and competitiveness of the Panama shipping registry and the seafarers.

That article 18, numerals 3, 7 and 9 of Law Decree No. 7 of February 10", 1998, states that the
tasks of the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority are to adopt the administrative,
scientific and technological policies that promote and ensure the competitiveness and
profitability of the maritime sector and the development of its human resources; establish the
organization of the Authority, as well as structure, regulate, determine, fix, alter and impose rates
and fees for the services provided by the Authority; so that,

RESOLVES:

FIRST: Modify Article 2 and 17 of the Annex to Resolution J.D. No. 076-2020 of October 8™,
2020, REGULATIONS FOR OF TRAINING, CERTIFICATION AND
WATCHKEEPING FOR SEAFARERS WORKING ON BOARD SEAGOING SHIPS
ACCORDING TO THE 1978 STCW CONVENTION, AS AMENDED, that remain as
follows:

Article 2. Application Scope

These Standards shall apply to seafarers who provide service on

seagoing ship registered under the Panamanian flag, with the

exception of seafarers who provide their services on:

1. Warships, naval auxiliary units or ships other the ones owned by
the State or owned by operators and companies dedicated
exclusively to government non - commercial service;

2. Fishing vessels;

3. Pleasure yachts not engaged in trade;

4. Wooden ships of primitive construction.

The Panama Maritime Authority may establish regulations for the

exceptions indicated in this article.

Article 17: Medical Standards
The General Directorate of Seafarers will regulate and establish the
physical fithess standards for seafarers and the procedures for the
issuance of medical certificates in accordance with Regulation 1/9
of the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended and on Section Al/9 of
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the STCW Code, and the National Standards for the performance
of medical examinations of seafarers adopted by the General
Directorate of Seafarers of the PMA, in accordance with the
International Guidelines of the ILO/IMO, in order to ensure that
those responsible for assessing the physical fitness of the
seafarers are medical practitioners recognized , to perform medical
examinations on seafarers.

All seafarers who have a certificate issued according to the
provisions of the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended, who serve
on board Panamanian flag ships, shall also hold a valid medical
certificate issued in accordance with the provisions of the
Regulation 1/9 and of Section A-1/9 of the 1978 STCW Convention,
as amended, and its STCW Code.

All seafarers working on board Panamanian flag ships must
demonstrate at intervals not exceeding two (2) years that they meet
the established physical fithess standards and have a valid medical
certificate issued by a medical practitioners recognized by the
General Directorate of Seafarers.

The General Directorate of Seafarers will regulate the reduction of
the two-(2) year-interval of the medical certificate, as well as the
limitations in the ability to work on board in the medical certificate,
in order to guarantee that seafarers meet the standards of physical
fitness.

The General Directorate of Seafarers will maintain a registry of the
medical practitioners authorized to perform medical examinations
and to issue certificates, after verifying that they are suitable and
familiar with those aspects of the life of seafarers that have a
significant impact on their health conditions and physical fitness,
according to their due responsibilities and duties on board. Medical
examinations and inspections of their medical facilities will be
performed in accordance with the procedures and guidelines
adopted by the General Directorate of Seafarers.

The General Directorate of Seafarers will accept medical
certificates issued abroad, by medical practitioners not recognized
by the PMA, when they comply with the following:
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1. The minimum information required by Section A-I/9 of the STCW
Code,

2. The doctor issuing the certificate has the recognition of their due
Maritime Administration, which shall be in writing somewhere in
the medical certificate and the have the certificate issued
according to the 1978 STCW Convention, as amended and/or
the MLC, 2006, amended, without prejudice to the restrictions
established by the PMA.

The General Directorate of Seafarers will issue a model medical
certificate in accordance with the minimum requirements
established in Section A-1/9 of the STCW Code.

The General Directorate of Seafarers will ensure the right to
privacy on the medical results of seafarers who have undergone
medical examinations as a condition for obtaining a certificate or
serving on board, extending this commitment to all persons
involved in the performance of the examinations or issuance of
certificates, both in the medical and administrative services. The
foregoing does not constitute an impediment to the inspections that
must be performed periodically at the facilities of medical
practitioners recognized.

All seafarers who have been denied a medical certificate or have
received a limitation to their ability to work within their medical
certificate, required to serve on board, will have the opportunity to
request reconsideration for their case according with the appeal
system established by the General Directorate of Seafarers of the
PMA.

Medical certificates will be valid for a maximum period of two (2)
years; and color vision tests for a maximum period of six (6) years.
The seafarers' medical certificate, including the doctor's seal, must
be drawn up in the official language of the issuing country. If the
used language is not English, the text will include a translation into
that language.

In urgent cases, the PMA may issue a dispensation for a seafarer
to work without a valid medical certificate until the next port of call
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where he/she can obtain a certificate from a recognized doctor, so

long as:

1. The permit does not exceed three (3) months.

2. The interested seafarer has a recently expired medical
certificate.

When the validity period of a medical certificate expires during the
course of a journey, it will remain valid until the next port of call,
where the concerned seafarer can obtain a medical certificate from
a recognized physician, so long as this extension does not exceed
three (3) months.

SECOND: The other articles of J.D. Resolution No. 076-2020 of October 8™, 2020 and its
corresponding Annex, remain in force.

THIRD: This resolution will take effect from its publication in the Official Gazette of the
Republic of Panama.
